Be prepared if you plan to spend 
some time in the outdoors walking 
or hiking:
•  Tell someone where you are going 

and what time you expect to return.
•  Check the weather forecast.
•  Check the length and degree of 

diffi culty of your planned walk.
•  Drink plenty of water.
•  Wear sturdy shoes and socks, a hat, 

sunscreen, comfortable clothing and 
insect repellent.

•  Read maps and signs, stay on the 
track, stay behind safety barriers and 
stay away from cliff edges.

•  Do not feed or play with native animals.
•  Obtain park information from the 

ranger station or information centre.
•  Limit use of fi re.
